Nashville Sightings

Monday, June 1, 2009

  At 8:30pm I began setting my scope up for a night of sky watch. The sky was crystal clear and the temp about 79. I was finishing setup when my better-half stepped out and was saying something, then she said "look...a light just came on near that plane." I looked and saw a commercial airliner had descended it's approach from the west and was some 30 miles out from Nashville International Airport at an altitude of maybe 2500-feet. The light that she referred to was almost suspended in mid-air as the plane continued past it. I then saw this light slowly accelerate into an arc until it was now flying directly behind the airliner at 1/4 mile...at nearly the same altitude, and following at a slightly slower speed.

  I quickly turned my scope on the plane to check the focus, which was dead on, and then back to the light which was following. I could clearly see that the object was grey/black, 20'-25'long est., maybe 1/3 airliner cabin depth, and had a bright diffused light underneath it. The light did not appear to be a projecting light, but an energy source light and very brilliant-white. Another peculiar oddity is that the object appeared to have a clear gelatin-like shroud or watery cloud around it. It almost appeared to have an excitatory-static appearance as it flew thru the air.

  I have seen this light several times this month in the same area of sky at night, but never this early in the evening. There were only a couple of bright stars out with the moon, and there was enough sunset light for me to recognize the plane as an inbound delta flight.

  This object that I witnessed @ 35x at a distance of 1-1/4 miles was not an airplane. It was nothing that I have ever seen before, and that’s all I have to say about it!

 It is 4:35 am on Tuesday morning and I have just had the most 

bizarre event happen this morning. If I don’t write it down I am afraid I’ll miss some details.

  After taking a nap veterans day afternoon, and since I wasn’t sleepy at all, I decided since I had beautiful crystal clear skies over Nashville to stay up and sky watch. I started about 11:30 pm and sat on the deck watching till about 3:45 am when this sequence of events unfolded.

  At roughly 3:45/46 am, after seeing nothing all night but a few falling stars, a stationary flash of light caught my eye at 45 degrees southwest. Turning my attention to it, I then noticed a point of light appear true west and begin to slowly move toward the location of the light flash. I had my Q’beam handy so I painted the general area with a quick burst, then all of a sudden the stationary light seemed to turn in my direction with a short burst of high intensity light, Much like someone turning a car light in my direction. I again, after several seconds, lit the area of sky up with another burst of light. I then saw the moving lighted-object pass by the stationary light, then suddenly stop. My heart was pounding so hard by now I could hardly stand it. I waited for a good minute before the stationary object made another flash of brilliant white light, which seemed to intensify then fade out.

  At that time Kim awakened a few minutes earlier than her usual 4:00 alarm, and proceeded to ask me if I had been up all night. I told he “yes’” and to come here quick and look. She moved over to the rail and looked in the direction I was pointing. I told her “don’t take your eyes off that area of sky.” She said she couldn’t that she had to use the bathroom. No sooner than she walked back inside… the damn thing made another brilliant flash of light which seemed to last for three seconds. I again hit it with my light and suddenly the second object (light), which had just stopped began to move in a south/southwesterly direction…real slow. I hit the area again and the moving object speeded up going away. Then the stationary object made one last flash of light.

  Kim came back outside with her coffee and sat with me as I described what happened. Suddenly, a slow moving light headed southwest across the same area of the other lights. Over the next ten minutes I counted three more slow moving lights traveling short distance, and all in different directions. At about 4:15 am a brilliant intensifying stationary point of light, 10 degrees west/northwest @ 60 degrees angular altitude) began glowing like a Roman Candle, than faded to a star point, which began slowly moving southwesterly. Kim witnessed it also as I began to track it with me binoculars till it was 45 degrees 

southwesterly. At that point a long whitish-yellow pencil like object flew across my field of vision in my binoculars, in which I broke off the moving light and proceeded to track this large elongated object from the southwest skies headed in a true easterly direction. I was so shocked at what I was seeing that I was gasping for words to tell Kim while tracking it to a point which I lost it past the building edge.

  From 4:20 am till 4:25 am I watched as two more objects lit up 

suddenly in the sky above. From a stand-still one moved west to east, and the other moved from my zenith to due south. We continued to watch till a ceiling of light clouds rolled in at about 4:40 am and covered the stars. It was then all over.

  My heart was pounding with so much anxiety that I don’t think I will ever see something like this again.
